| earning. Interdisciplinary education is simlar to
interdisciplinary in the sense that it appears to bring together
know edge fromnul tiple disciplines. However, it enphasizes the
i nportance of the process, not the product of sonething.

I nterdi sciplinary focus is the conbination of theories, nethods
and perspectives fromtw or nore disciplines; connecting a
single thenme or idea across disciplines. Interdisciplinary
learning refers to the different |evels of participation of

mul tiple disciplines on the sane conti nuum Comon wor ds
interdisciplinary and interdisciplinary are additive and
interactive, respectively. Wien the nature of the nultiple

di sci plines involved is unknown or uncertain, the nore general
term"interdisciplinary” is recommended. Wile nultidisciplinary
teamwork is suitable for conplex problens, it is not required for
every project. The Yoda School of Business follows the CBCS
curriculumand we | ook forward to offering interdisciplinary
study and course options. Qur college is located in a rura
setting and nost students do not receive proper instruction at
honme. They realize their potential and power only when their

t eacher gui des, notivates and guides themin the best direction.
I nterdi sciplinary education is not one-way, so students have the
opportunity to explore their interests in different disciplines
and ultimately choose a career that suits them This will help

t hem understand the real world and plan their future career paths
accordi ngly.

Keeping in mnd the objective of the topics under
respective subject heads, course objectives are framed and
accordingly classes are taken by the faculty nenbers. C asses are
conducted in such a manner that -clarity, flexibility,

i nvol venent, and conparison are maintained in the class.

Al t hough Sant Gadge Baba Anravati University does not offer any
online courses still online education gained significant nonentum
during the COVID 19 pandem c. Qur students were very active in
the virtual classes.
